As in-depth exploration of novels generally begins only in the

middle and senior classes of primary school, we have not included many Panda Cubs, Panda, Flyer or SOS titles in the lists

below. We take these books very seriously: the books in these series are often the first, and therefore arguably the most

important, books the very young reader will read independently. Most of the books from these series have strong characters

who, with (or despite!) help from family and friends, stretch the limits of their worlds and assert their own independence, often

in a humorous and fresh way. We included titles from these series in the lists below only where we felt that a theme was

particularly relevant.
